South Yorkshire was one of the first Centres of Excellence for
Integrated Transport and the South Yorkshire Authorities have
invested in improving South Yorkshire's strategic transport
network. Its passenger facilities have won many awards for
the excellence of their customer services. Major schemes

are nearing completion to improve interchanges in Barnsley,
Sheffield and Doncaster. Together with West Yorkshire PTE
they are promoting countywide Real Time Information and
piloting Smartcard ticketing.

Roy played a leading role in drafting South Yorkshire’s
Transport Manifesto which set out a 20 year vision for
South Yorkshire's transport investment. He is currently
the Chair of pteg.
